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Rev. 12:11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of 

their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death. 

Although this passage was quoted in reference two the 12,000 Jewish believers that will 

evangelize the world at the end of this age, it establishes precedence on how we are to 

vanquish the enemy in the dispensation in which we live. The Apostle Paul confirms this 

indicating that the examples in scripture have been preserved for us so that we can use 

them to our benefit today. 

2 Tim. 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for 

doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 

2 Tim. 3:17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all 

good works. 

The Apostle Paul says that all scripture is inspired by God and can be used for doctrine, 

reproof, correction and instruction in righteousness. The word righteousness used in the 

bible is defined as “right standing” in respect to God. According to the Apostle Paul the 

purpose for our instruction in righteousness is for our maturation and thorough equipping 

for “all good works.” 

The Apostle John in our opening text states that we overcome Satan and his cohorts by 

two elements: 

7 “the blood of the Lamb” 

7 and “the words of our testimony.” 

 

A consideration of what is typically espoused by many within the clergy is a gospel 

devoid of works, but the Apostle John says that the formula for overcoming the devil 

requires both “the blood of the Lamb” and “the words of our testimony”, which is a work. 

The expression “overcame him” indicates that there is a contest being waged in the earth 

realm between the servants of the Lord and the devil and his cohorts. The Apostle John 

makes it clear that overcoming the devil requires more than your faith confession of Jesus 

as the Lord of your life, there needs also to be some corresponding works performed 

attended by testimonies demonstrating your victories over the devil. This is why the 

Apostle James said, 

James 2:17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone. 

Your faith confession of Jesus as the Lord of your life must be accompanied by 

corresponding works. The corresponding works are embodied in your testimonies 

meaning your evidence given, which is the deeds, labors and acts performed in the name 

of Jesus. Again the Apostle John said that the believer is to overcome the devil meaning 

you subdue, conquer, prevail or obtain the victory over him. We often limit our ability to 

do supernatural works, but Jesus issued no limitations saying, 
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Overcoming Faith – Cont’ 
John 14:12Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do 

shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my 

Father. (emphasis added) 

The bold statement made by Jesus saying, “He that believeth on me, (notice this 

preface) the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he 

do”, was not specific to just the apostles, it was a blanket, generic statement covering all 

who would believe on him as the Lord of every situation and circumstance. This includes 

believers today, because the promise was never rescinded in the word of God. Jesus 

made it clear that engagement with Satan was not over, but that we who are believers 

would take up the banner as his ambassadors, because he said, “I go to the Father.” The 

Apostle John supports this conclusion saying: 

1 John 5:4 For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the 

victory that overcometh the world, even our faith. 

The apostle John says that our faith is the victory that overcomes the world. 

2 Cor. 4:13 We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, 

and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak; 

Notice that your faith is integrally bound in what you utter, what you profess with your 

mouth. When you really believe, there will be a corresponding confession of the 

conviction. The Apostle Paul calls the confession, the word of faith. 

Romans 10:8 … The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, 

the word of faith, which we preach. 

The “word of faith” is a word originating from faith; the Greek word used for “word” 

here is the word Rhema meaning an utterance, a word that has flowing vitality, an 

utterance that has targeted specificity for whatever deliverance you need. Paul said the 

Rhema word is nigh you; it’s in your mouth and in your heart. The Rhema word is 

derived from “the word of faith” preached by the minister of the gospel. Your faith filled 

words come from hearing the minister preaching faith filled words. This is why the 

Apostle Paul said, 

Romans 10:17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 

The exercise of faith by parishioners requires that the clergy preach faith. The Apostle 

Paul left this admonition to the clergy. 

Acts 20:27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God. 

Paul said that he declared “all the counsel of God.” I believe that the overcoming 

miracles that God desires to perform in our lives have diminished, because many charged 

with declaring the gospel have compromised with the status-quo and manmade traditions,  
which says that supernatural manifestation ceased with the death of the last disciple. Yet 

Jesus contradicted this notion. 

Matthew 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of 

the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 

 

Matthew 28:20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded 

you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen. 

Jesus commanded the Apostles to teach all converts to observe all the things that he had 

commanded them. This statement refers to all the original teachings and practices 

conveyed to them by Christ.  
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Overcoming Faith – Conclusion 
This means that believers are to perform the same supernatural, overcoming feats as Jesus 

and the original twelve Apostles. 

Proverbs 18:20-21 A man's belly shall be satisfied with the fruit of his mouth; and 

with the increase of his lips shall he be filled. 

The Hebrew beten from which the word belly is derived literally means your heart, 

hollow or your womb. The womb by definition is where dreams germinate and grow to 

fruition; it is your hollow place created by God for the deposit of his incorruptible seed, 

the word of God, the Rhema word – again it’s the Word of God that is acted upon by the 

catalyst of your faith to produce success in the earth realm. Notice that the scripture said 

your hollow or womb is satisfied by what you say out of your mouth. It further says that 

the blessing you receive, the size of your testimony produced will be proportional to the 

amount of Rhema word uttered from your lips. If you desire an increase in your life, you 

have to declare a word of faith! 

21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love it shall eat the 

fruit thereof. 

The choice is yours, you can speak life or you can speak death into you life; the power is 

in your tongue. Notice that the victory over Satan is initiated by words of faith.
